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Responsibilities and Credibility

Being on the radio carries with it specific responsibilities. Most importantly, to represent the station, the Communications Dept., your radio colleagues and the University in a positive way. The University funds our efforts and it is contrary to this relationship if you focus on the negative elements of DU. Subject-options are limitless and the DU airwaves are reserved for your use in order to learn the art of broadcasting – not as a vehicle for rebels or whining. 

There are ways to express your concerns while maintaining a positive spin.

EXAMPLE: Parking on campus is joke. Everyday it gets worse and there is no room to expand. If I were looking for a college to attend, I’d find one where I don’t have to park a half mile away. (This example is negative and could conceivably turn potential students away).
SPIN: Dominican is enjoying record setting growth, with Freshman enrollment higher than ever. With growth though, there are often growing pains. Parking on campus has become a serious issue and is at the forefront of discussions between Administration and ASDU. Fear not, plans are underway to increase parking capacity by extending the perimeter of the on-campus lots and co-operation with the Dominican Neighborhood Homeowners Association. There ARE options and administration is committed to correcting the “issue” (not the “problem”).
Establishing credibility as a broadcaster
1. Know your subject matter, or guest (through research).

2. Proper use of the English language (assuming your show is in English), including word meaning, tense and pronunciation. 
3. Know current issues.
