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RADIO TERMS:

0db – The optimum signal-to-noise ratio. Exceeding 0db degrades the integrity of the Sound Source resulting in noise and distortion. 
Audio Beds – sound running behind primary content.

Bumper - music clips used to transition between segments. 
Clip – a short recording.
DJ Break – the scheduled time a DJ is on the air.

DJ – generic term for disc jockey and includes a host of any show.
Event – any song, show, segment, interview, etc., planned for broadcast.
Fader – the sliding signal control on a mixer.
Forward Promote – the promotion of upcoming shows, events or segments – designed to “hook” listeners to stay with a show through commercials, or to bring them back to the next show or an event.
Headphone Amp – the individually controlled amplifier used to allow up to four studio participants to hear the broadcast through headphones. 

Level – the amount of input or output, usually controlled by a combination of the sound source and mixer settings. 
Microphone 1 – the mic used by the host of a show. In the case of multiple hosts, it’s the mic used by the primary host / producer of a show or segment.

Microphone 2 and / or 3 – used by the second host OR guests.

Mixer –used to route signal flow from microphones and sound sources.

Play List – the songs or pre-programmed events that appear on the main page of the studio software.

Primary Host – in a multiple-host scenario, the primary host is the person on mic 1 - and is generally the producer.

Producer - oversees the presentation of a show and controls all elements of show – including bumpers, audio beds, sound effects, segment length, etc.

Segment – individual parts that make-up a show or broadcast. Usually 15 to 20 minutes in length, beginning and ending with a Tag.

Signal – measurable representation of the sound source.
Signal Flow – the route the sound source takes from beginning to end and includes recorded or live sound.

Spin – used to manipulate bias based on agenda.
Sound Bite – a short clip, dropped into a segment to bolster journalistic credibility.
Sound Source – anything creating a measurable audio signal – including DJ, recorded sound, live musician, etc.
Station ID – reminds listeners they are tuned to RADIO DOT Dominican dot E-D-U.

Tag – a reminder to listeners of the show’s name, the host and Station ID.

Theme – the feel of the show (dark, light, funny, serious) – often supported by matching audio beds and bumpers.
Transitions – connections between topics.
